Each year, 15 million girls are married before the age of 18. 28 girls every minute. 1 every

Complications in pregnancy & childbirth are among leading causes of death for girls aged 
15-19 in developing countries http://bit.ly/1amlgoj #WD2016

Girls with no education are 3x more likely to marry before 18 than girls with secondary or 
higher education http://bit.ly/1hpBWMW #WD2016

#Childbrides are more likely to experience violence within marriage than girls who marry 
later http://bit.ly/1nR5PuR #WD2016

#Childbrides experience higher rates of anaemia and malnutrition than girls who married
