Our review identified 1,068 publications (58% were peer-reviewed
journal articles, 26% reports, and the remaining grey literature.
Most publications focused on sub-Saharan Africa (n=335, 31.4%)
or South Asia (n=309, 29%) and were published in 2013 or later
(n=884, 82.8%). Approximately half (49.1%) of the publications
used quantitative methods. Across all study designs, causes and
determinants of child marriage and consequences were the most
commonly represented domains (41.2% and 37.8%, respectively).
