
Guidelines for ethical communications around child marriage:
Production of communications materials

External contractors may include photographers, videographers, interviewers or interpreters. 

1.	 Have you ever worked on the issue of child marriage before? If so, what happened? If not, can you 
explain to me your understanding of the scenario we are proposing you work?

2.	 What ethical issues do you foresee in this proposed scenario?

3.	 How would you help a girl, adolescent or young woman feel comfortable in the scenario in which 
we are proposing you work? 

4.	 How would you ensure that the girl, adolescent or young woman understands exactly what it is 
that we are doing in this scenario? 

5.	 What actions would you take to make sure the girl, adolescent or young woman in this situation 
can share her ideas, opinions and feedback to influence the communications materials we are 
proposing you work to create? 

6.	 How would you ensure that the girl, adolescent or young woman in this situation is protected and 
finds this experience enriching?
